Get Below The Smoke! Crawl And Go, Stay Low!
Smoke can be very dangerous. Smoke can be just as dangerous as fire. Get below the smoke - the bad air in smoke can hurt you, it can make you cough. The good air is near the floor. So crawl like a baby - stay low and go!
This will help you get out of a fire situation safely. You can practice this by holding a sheet or blanket about two feet off of the floor and have your children crawl under the "smoke" to safety.


 Stop, Drop and Roll
Stop, Drop and Roll is the most effective way of putting out clothing that has caught on fire. Teach your children these simple steps and practice the procedure. If your clothes catch on fire: STOP, DROP AND ROLL!
1. STOP – where you are—do not run. 

DROP – drop down to the floor or ground. 

2. ROLL – roll back and forth many times until the fire is out.
